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:Summary

The study aimed to determine the impact of the war on the services of The
Fund for the Care and Rehabilitation of the Disabled in the Capility, a study
from the perspective of social service, where this study is one of the descriptive
studies that are based on the quantitative and qualitative method for data and
information, and which depend on the comprehensive social survey approach,
and the study sample was the leaders of the Fund for the Care and
Rehabilitation of the Disabled, in addition to the leaders of the institutions, the

associations and centers for people with disabilities in the Capital

The study found in its most important results that the arithmetic average of
the impact of the resources of the Fund for the Care and Rehabilitation of the
Disabled was (3.96). And the arithmetic average of the impact of institutional
services provided by the Fund for the Care and Rehabilitation of the Disabled
was (3.39). And the arithmetic average of the impact of individual services
provided by the Fund for the Care and Rehabilitation of the Disabled was
And the arithmetic average of the total sum of the basic dimensions of .(3.53)
the impact of the services of the Fund for the Care and Rehabilitation of the
Disabled in the war in Yemen was (3.50), And the standard deviation of the
total sum of the basic dimensions of the impact of the services of the Welfare
and Rehabilitation Fund for the Disabled in the war in Yemen was (0.78). This
means that the level of impact of the services of the Welfare and Rehabilitation

.Fund for the Disabled in the war in Yemen was very large
