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Abstract



The Degree of Verification in Funding Public Education in the Republic of
Yemen in the Light of Islamic Funding, the Capital Secretariat as a case
study.

The current study aimed to identify the degree to which funding sourced
in Islam are used to finance public education in the Republic of Yemen. It
investigated if there are statistically significant differences at the
significance level (0.05 > a), for the participants prediction according to the
following variables: ( Academic qualification, experience, job title, and
place of work).

1. The current study used descriptive analytical approach to achieve the
research objectives. The research population consisted of all agents,
directors, departments directors in the Ministry of Education and education
office in the Capital Secretariat (Sana’a), the Ministry of Finance and Awqaf
and Zakat authorities. The study sample was (234) that was chosen
intentionally from the population. The researcher designed a checklist
consists of 58 items to collect the necessary data and information for the
study. Thus, the checklist was developed, valid, and stabile based on the
previous studies. The collected data were statistically analyzed through
Statistical Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) program. The analysis was
divided as Percentages, Arithmetic means, Standard deviations, one-way
analysis (ON WAY ANOVA) and the SHEFEE test.

Therefor, the current study has presented some important results:

1. The absence of Zakat in financing the educational process in which it
grants school bags to poor families and children of martyrs.

2. Unexploitation of school facilities to support self-financing, because
some schools has two work shifts.

3. Lack of funding on educational processes, which led to a decline in the
quality of the educational process in public education schools.

4. The weak role of Awqaf in supporting the educational process.
The research has presented some recommendations and suggestions:

- Activating the Ibn Al-Sabil funding to support students and specify a
portion of the Zakat funds for them.



- Passing laws and regulations to activate self-financing to raise the ability
of schools to exploit their financial capabilities.

- Adopting activities, initiatives and utilities to support the educational
process, such as providing free transportation for teachers and government
schools students.

- Transforming the teacher's fund into an investment in Wagf fund and
giving the chance for community participation to finance such fund.
