This comparative study of issues related to Islamic Figh
(urisprudence) and its various doctrines 1s necessary and
extremely important to know the broad horizon of Islamic Figh
(jurisprudence) and flexibility of Shariah as well as the diversity
of opinion and [jtihad (the process of making a legal decision by
independent interpretation of the Qur’an and the Sunnah) which
indicates the difference of diversity among Islamic doctrines.

In addition, every doctrine has its own characteristics as a
result of rules and fundamentals on which the scholars relied on
to find evidences, the varying understandings and the strategies
followed to deduce provisions. And Ijtihad in sub-issues of Figh
occurs and varies to meet the variable situations of life.

The researcher came up with a number of recommendations;
including:

Attention should be paid to the author’s hernitage and his
manuscript books should be edited so that researchers can find
them easily. The researcher also recommended Muslim rulers and
princes to achieve comprehensive unity that i1s based on the
principles and foundations of Islam and by which Muslims can
obtain dignity and power.
