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The aim of the thesis was to introduce the two commentators (Al-Muwazi'i

and Al-Thala'i) and their method of presenting rulings, and to know the aspects

of agreement and difference between them within the limits of the research.

Message contents: It consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion,
and indexes.

Introduction: It contains the importance of the topic, the reasons for its

selection, the research objectives, previous studies, the research methodology,

and its divisions.

The first chapter: the definition of the interpretation of rulings, the

comparative interpretation, the definition of distributors and the two, their

interpretation, the way they are presented, and their sources.

The second chapter: the verses of the rulings of worship, and it contains

thirty-eight (38) issues, in five (5) verses.



The third chapter: the verses of the provisions of transactions, and it contains
seventeen (17) issues, in (7) verses.
Chapter Four: Verses on the provisions of hudud and expiations, and it contains
thirty-one (31) issues, in seven (7) verses.

Conclusion: It contains the most important findings of the research, the
most important of which are the following:

First: The similarity of the method of presentation followed by the two
commentators in their interpretation in terms of:

1- Beginning with a comprehensive introduction to the principles of
interpretation, the sciences of the Qur’an, and the Arabic language.

2- Dealing with the verses of rulings and their interpretation according to the
Qur’anic sequence.

3- Beginning with mentioning the causes of revelation, then explaining strange

words, followed by eliciting jurisprudential rulings.

4- Dividing the verses that include several rulings into issues, as Imam al-

Muza’i calls them, or fruits and rulings, as jurist Yusuf al-Thala’i calls them.

5- Using a dialogue method that stimulates suspense and raises interes.

Second: The commentators differed on some issues, including:

1. The presence of the personality of Al-Muza’i in his interpretation in a strong

way, and the abundance of his deductions, while the presence of the personality
of the jurist Youssef Al-Thala’i in his interpretation was less, as it mostly
depends on conveying the opinions of others.
2. Doctrine and creed.

3. Imam Al-Muza’i limited himself to extracting the verses of rulings from

twenty-eight surahs, while the jurist Youssef Al-Thala’i expanded on that until

his interpretation included more than one hundred surahs.



4. Imam al-Muza'i was more interested in the authenticity of the hadith than

the jurist Yusuf.

5. The jurist Youssef declared many of the sources and references from which

he was quoted, while Imam Al-Muza’i did not state except with a few of the
sources and references from which he was quoted.

Third: The research included (86) eighty-six issues (which are the ones in which the
Imam al-Muwazi’ has a saying, choice, preference, or deduction in Surat al-
Ma’idah). 26) Twenty-six issues, and he was unique in (22) twenty-two issues, and
Imam Al-Muza’i agreed with the Shafi’is in (62) sixty-two issues, and he disagreed
with them in (15) fifteen issues, and he was isolated from the Shafi’is school of
thought in (9) nine issues, and agreed The jurist Youssef supported the Zaydi school

of thought in (48) forty-eight issues, and differed with them in (6) six issues.
