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ABSTRACT

This thesis tries to discuss the Arabic and English noun inflections which are studied in
morphology and resulted in a specific syntactic structure, which is the domain called
“Morphosyntactic Structure”. Starting with the parts of speech stage of writing and speaking
acquisition, the learner struggles with issues related to morphological and syntactic features of
words.This thesis explains the conventional segmentation of words; more specifically, that
of the different types of nouns and their morphosyntactic features that are involved in either
agreement or government?. It analyzes and investigates the morphosyntactic features of the
different types of nouns in Arabic and English languages and highlights the similarities and
differences between the two languages in this regard. The thesis analyzes different types of
nouns in terms of the following morphological features: person, number, gender, definiteness,
and case. The thesis plays a significant role in raising the students’ awareness of the various
morphosyntactic features of the nouns in both languages. The thesis has shown that Arabic is
inflectionally richer and more productive than English. It is inferred that the morphosyntactic
awareness supports the establishment of the conventional notion of the word (i.e. nouns), and
it is suggested that linguists and teachers promote the development of this awareness among

students in order to ensure a greater command of the language written and spoken.
