ABSTRACT
This study aimed at investigating the effectiveness of a program based on guided
imagery strategy in developing writing skills among EFL students at Ibb
University. The study used the experimental method and quasi-experimental design to
achieve the objectives of the study. A random sample of EFL teaching staff at Ibb
University was selected as a purposive sample to find out their perception of the most
important writing skills. The students of the second level in the Department of
English at the Faculty of Education at Ibb University were also selected to participate
in the experiment as two paired-samples. To collect data, the study used a three-point
Likert scale questionnaire that was distributed to (32) EFL teaching staff at Ibb
University to find out their perception of the most important writing skills. The study
also used a pre posttest that was distributed to all second-level students in the
Department of English in the Faculty of Education at Ibb University as (24)
participants, to measure their achievement of these writing skills and to determine if
there was a statistical significant difference between their mean scores before and
after conducting the experiment. Among the instruments of the study was another
questionnaire on a five-point scale was distributed to the participant students to find
out their attitudes towards the program, towards the guided imagery strategy, and
towards writing skills. The obtained data were tabulated and analyzed using the
Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS) version (24) by means of descriptive
statistics (means, standard deviation, mean ranks, and sum ranks) and inferential
statistics (Non-parametric Statistics Wilcoxon-test).  The results of the study
presented the most important writing skills through the perception of EFL teaching
staff. The results of the study proved that there was a statistically significant
difference between the mean scores of students in their achievement of writing skills
before and after applying the program in favor of the post application. This is
attributed to the effectiveness of the program based on the guided imagery strategy.
The results of the study also showed highly positive attitudes among the participant
students towards the program, towards the guided imagery strategy, as well as
towards developing their writing skills. The study presented some recommendations
such as implementing the program based on the guided imagery strategy in other
faculties and universities, as well using this strategy to develop other English

language skills.
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
