Abstract

Psychological alienation and its relationship to academic achievement among visually
impaired students in Sana'a Capital — Yemen.
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The study aimed to investigate the relationship between psychological alienation
and academic achievement among visually impaired students in Sana'a Capital — Yemen. The
study utilized a descriptive correlational approach. The study sample consisted of 83 visually
impaired students, aged between 13 and 18 years, from the final stages of primary and secondary

education in Sana'a Capital — Yemen. The sample was randomly selected from the study population

The researcher relied on a scale of psychological alienation developed by Shihata (2012). with
the addition of a sixth dimension to the scale developed by the researcher. As for academic
achievement, it was based on the records of the study sample students and the final grades of the

examinations for the academic year . (2023-2022)

The study found a low level of psychological alienation among visually impaired students. It
also found that the level of academic achievement was above average. A statistically significant
negative (inverse) correlation was found at a significance level of (0.05) between the total score of
,the dimensions of the psychological alienation scale and academic achievement. Furthermore
there were no statistically significant differences in psychological alienation attributed to variables
such as educational level (primary — secondary, high school) ,degree of impairment (total — partial)

duration of visual loss, parental educational level, and maternal educational level,

The study recommended several recommendations, including involving visually impaired
students in cultural and social activities and integrating them withnon blind students. It also
emphasized the need to train and qualify educational institutions and personnel in integrated centers
and schools for the visually impaired. The study provided a number of suggestions based on its

results.
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
