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Abstract
This study investigated the effectiveness of a mentoring program on the professional
development of the Yemeni novice teachers of English as foreign language (EFL). To
achieve the objectives of the study, the quasi experimental design was used. The
sample of the study was 30 participants selected purposefully to participate in the
mentoring program. The data were collected via: 1) an observation checklist
containing 20 close-ended items, 2) a test containing 10 close-ended items, 3) a
questionnaire containing 60 close-ended items, and 4) a structured interview
containing two open-ended questions. The obtained data were statistically analyzed
using the descriptive and inferential statistics via the package of social sciences
(SPSS). The findings of the study showed that the Yemeni EFL novice teachers had
positive perception towards the effectiveness of the mentoring program in their
professional development, specifically in developing their pedagogical knowledge
and teaching practices. Based on the findings of the current study, a range of practical
implications were provided for policy makers, educational authorities, programs
designers, school administrators, mentors and mentees, particularly in Yemen and
other similar learning and teaching contexts. The study also recommended that the
Yemeni education authorities and school administrations should pay more attention to
the needs and demands of the Yemeni EFL novice teachers to enable them to face
nowadays challenges firmly and to insure the fulfillment of the Yemeni educational
system desired goals by providing them with formal and informal mentoring support.

Some suggestions also called for conducting further studies on mentoring practices



and supportive programs to develop English language learning-teaching process in

Yemen in the near future.
