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Abstract

This study aimed to know the relationship between future anxiety and
achievement motivation among high school students in Saada city, and to identify the
level of future anxiety and achievement motivation, and to know the differences
between future anxiety and achievement motivation according to the variables of
gender and academic level. The study sample consisted of (400) high school students
of various levels (tenth, eleventh, and twelfth), two scales were applied to them, which
are the future anxiety scale, and the achievement motivation scale prepared by the
researcher, after verifying their psychometric characteristics. The results of the
statistical analysis of the original sample's answers to the research questions showed
the following:

First: The high level of future anxiety among the respondents is greater than the
hypothetical level of the community, Table No. (23), where (2%) showed a very low
level of future anxiety, (16%) showed a low level of anxiety, and (46%) showed
medium level, (32%) showed a high level, and (4%) showed a very high level of
anxiety, as shown in Table No. (24). The greatest level of anxiety about the future is on
the academic dimension, followed by the future problems dimension, then the
economic dimension is in third place, and the fourth is the social dimension, and the
lowest level of anxiety is on the social dimension, as in Table No. (25).

Second: The high level of achievement motivation among the sample is greater than
the hypothetical level of society, as in Table No. (26), where (0.5%) of the original
sample showed a very low level of achievement motivation, (2.3%) showed a low level
of motivation, and (9.2%) %) showed a medium level, (35%) showed a high level, and
(52%) showed a very high level of motivation, as shown in Table No. (27).

The ambition dimension ranked first, the goal-setting dimension ranked second, the
perseverance dimension ranked third, the perfection dimension ranked fourth, and
finally the academic interest dimension, as shown in Table No. (28).

Third: There are statistically significant differences at the level of significance (0.05)
in the level of future anxiety among secondary students in Saada city between males
and females, in favor of females, Table No. (29), where the arithmetic mean for males
was (165.34) scores, with a standard deviation of (36.34). scores, and the arithmetic
mean for females was (187.67) scores, with a standard deviation of (30.65) scores.

There are statistically significant differences between the mean scores of males and
females on the dimensions of future anxiety, Table No. (30), where it appeared that
females have a higher level of future anxiety than males on all dimensions, which are
significant differences at the level of (0.01), with the exception of the economic
dimension, which is significant at level (0.05).

Fourth: There are no statistically significant differences at the level of (0.05) in the
level of achievement motivation among secondary students in Saada city between males
and females, Table No. (31), where the arithmetic mean for males was (196.02) scores,



with a standard deviation of (29.04) scores. The arithmetic mean for females was
(196.08) scores, with a standard deviation of (26.16) scores, and the value of (t)
calculated at a degree of freedom (398) and a level of significance (0.05) equals (0.023),
which is smaller than the tabular one, which is approximately equal to (1.96) at the level
of Significance (0.05).

Fifth: There are no statistically significant differences between the mean scores of
students on the future anxiety scale due to the educational level variable, Table No.
(33), where the value of (F) at scores of freedom (2, 397) = (1.115), and the level of
significance = 0.329, which is greater than (0.05).

Sixth: There are statistically significant differences in the level of achievement
motivation due to the educational level variable, Table No. (35), where the value of (F)
at scores of freedom (2, 397) = (6.735), and the level of significance = 0.001, which is
smaller than (0.05). .

The Results of Scheffe's post hoc test for multiple comparison, Table No. (36), showed

that there were statistically significant differences between the averages on the
achievement motivation scale between tenth and eleventh grade students at a
significance level of (0.023), which is in favor of the tenth grade, and no differences
were observed between the averages of students. The tenth grade and the twelfth grade
at the level of significance (0.69), as well as the existence of statistically significant
differences in the mean scores of achievement motivation between the eleventh grade
students and the twelfth grade students at the level of significance (0.003), which is in
favor of the twelfth grade.

Seventh: There is a significant positive correlation at the level of (0.01) between the
two dimensions (future problems, academic) and the total score of achievement
motivation, and the existence of a significant correlation relationship at the level (0.05)
between the health dimension of future anxiety and the overall dimension of
achievement motivation, and the absence of a significant correlation At (0.05) between
the two dimensions of future anxiety (social and health) and achievement motivation,
as in Table No. (37).

We also note that there is a significant correlation at the level of (0.01) between the
ambition dimension and the total degree of future anxiety equal to (0.136**), as well
as the existence of a statistically significant correlation at the level (0.01) between the
goal setting dimension and the total degree of future anxiety equal to (0.230%). *), and
the absence of a relationship between the following dimensions of motivation:
perseverance, the academic dimension, the mastery dimension, and the total degree of
future anxiety, as in Table No. (38). In general, there is a statistically significant
correlation at the level (0.05) between future anxiety and achievement motivation
(0.109).
