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Abstract:

The aim of the research is to find out (The effectiveness of a program based on

active learning in developing rhetorical skills and literary appreciation among

first-grade secondary students in the capital Sana'a). To achieve the goal, the

researcher followed the following procedures:

-The experimental method was used on a sample of (111) male and female

students from the first year of secondary school in the capital’s secretariat,

which was deliberately selected and divided into two groups: The first is an

experimental study using the program based on active learning, and the second

Is a control study using the usual method.

- Preparing a list of rhetorical skills required for first year secondary students.

- Preparing a list of literary appreciation skills required for first year secondary

students.

- Preparing a test to measure rhetorical skills.

- Preparing a test to measure literary appreciation skills.

- Building a program based on active learning to develop rhetorical skills and

literary appreciation, including a teacher's guide to implement the program, and

a book for student activities.

After applying the research tools and educational materials to the research

sample, and conducting the appropriate statistical operations, the research

reached the following results:

- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the

mean scores of the experimental and control groups in the post application of the

rhetorical skills test, in favor of the experimental group.

- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the

mean scores of the experimental group, males and females, in the post

application of the rhetorical skills test, in favor of females.

- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the

mean scores of the experimental group in the pre and post applications of the

rhetorical skills test, in favor of the post application.

- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the

mean scores of the experimental and control groups in the post application of the

literary appreciation skills test, in favor of the experimental group.

- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the

mean scores of the experimental group, males and females, in the post

application of the literary appreciation skills test, in favor of females.



- There are statistically significant differences at the level (0.005) between the
mean scores of the experimental group in the pre and post applications of the
literary appreciation skills test, in favor of the post application.
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
