This study assumes that the linguistic thought of Ibn Jinni was influenced by the Holy
Quran and its various readings. In some of his research and writings, he relies on the
texts of the Holy Quran and its various readings to understand the original text and its
linguistic rules, and to contribute to the development of a scientific methodology for
studying the readings and understanding their rules from a linguistic perspective. Ibn
Jinni is considered one of the most prominent linguists in the history of the Arabic
language, who has made a great and influential contribution to Arabic linguistic
studies. The Quran and its readings had a significant impact on shaping his linguistic
thought, as he sought to understand the roots of the Arabic language through
studying the words and sentences of the Quran, analyzing the letters, words, and
grammatical, morphological, and semantic rules used in it.

One of the main reasons for this study is that it is an issue that has not received
sufficient research and focus. The researcher did not find in previous studies an
applied study in the Quran and its readings. The researcher was guided by the
linguists' methodology in scientific research, and as a special procedural approach,
the research methodology relies on a set of procedures that the researcher carried
out during the study, including collecting scientific material, classifying, comparing,
analyzing, deducing, and applying, etc.

The study aims to reveal the impact of the Quran and its readings on Ibn Jinni's
linguistic thought, classify the patterns of that influence, as well as examine the
method that Ibn Jinni used in dealing with Quranic evidence. The importance of the

study lies in the necessity of clarifying the different linguistic concepts in Ibn Jinni's



thought, and documenting the Quranic influence on those concepts at the various
levels of sound, morphology, syntax, and semantics.
