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Abstract

This study aimed at investigating the influence of teaching literary

texts in EFL classrooms in the Yemen American Language Institute to

improve students’ overall writing skills. It also aimed to understand how

students react to any kind of literary text, and how does it relate to their

reality. The participants of the study were 15 students of level 4A which

is almost 25% of the total level 4A classes at the Yemen American

Language Institute. Study's data were collected through students’ two pre

essays and two post essays. Results and analysis showed that students

have positive attitude toward the use of literary texts. Furthermore, the

results also revealed that teaching literature in EFL classrooms were

effective in terms of providing students variety of ways to express

themselves in writing. Also, it was effective in helping students to

develop their own independent style. However, it wasn’t that useful in

terms of developing students’ grammar use, sentence structure or word

choice.
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
