Thesis summary:

The world is witnessing a comprehensive developmental renaissance, especially
in business and economic activities. This development has led to the establishment
of a fast and effective mechanism for resolving disputes that may arise from these
activities, and here the arbitration system has emerged as the best means for resolving
international commercial disputes. As arbitration is based on the will of the parties
involved, which is its cornerstone, the general rule is that the arbitration agreement is
binding only on the signatory parties and does not extend to third parties who did not
participate in it. However, this general rule, as a result of economic developments in
international trade contracts, has affected the principle of the relative nature of the
arbitration agreement, to the extent that the effects of the contract have become
transferable and extendable to third parties who did not sign it. This has led to the
need to examine, establish, and develop legal foundations that establish standards for
the extension and transfer of the effects of arbitration to third parties, in line with the
complex and diverse nature of international trade contracts. Based on this premise,
this study is divided into two sections preceded by an introductory chapter that
addresses the concept of arbitration agreements, their types, forms, nature, and
characteristics. In the first section, the study examines the relative nature of the
arbitration agreement. In the first chapter of this section, the impact of the arbitration
agreement on the parties is discussed through the concept of the relative nature of
the arbitration agreement, which only affects the signing parties and binds them without
affecting others. The concept of a party to the arbitration agreement is clarified, as
modern jurisprudence has expanded the concept of a party to include a third party
who is directly affected by the arbitration agreement, even if they did not sign it. Then
we discuss the scope of the application of the relative nature of arbitration to
individuals, their representatives, general and special successors, and creditors under
specific conditions stipulated by the general rules of law. In the second chapter of the
first section, the study addresses the impact of the arbitration agreement on third
parties and the possibility of transferring the arbitration agreement to third parties
based on the criterion of legal equivalence. This transfer can be accomplished through
the assignment of rights, assignment of debt, assignment of the contract, or in the
event of the replacement of the original party. The study also examines the possibility
of extending the arbitration agreement according to the criterion of implied consent
stipulated in the general rules of law, which includes the assumption on behalf of a
third party, the stipulation for the benefit of a third party, and the joint partners of the
parties to the arbitration agreement. Additionally, the study explores the possibility of
extending the arbitration agreement to third parties in the context of corporate groups
and contract groups based on modern criteria, including the criterion of unity of
economic activity, the criterion of implied consent, and the criterion of the arbitration
agreement's enforceability on third parties. In the second section, the study addresses
the relative nature of international arbitration disputes. It begins by discussing the
concept of international arbitration disputes, distinguishing them from domestic
arbitration disputes and judicial disputes. The international criteria for arbitration
disputes are examined, followed by an analysis of the relative nature of arbitration
disputes and the party to the dispute, as well as the possibility of extending the
arbitration dispute to third parties and their plurality during the dispute, provided that
there is a direct connection and a conflict of interests. In the second chapter of the
second section, the study addresses the procedures for international arbitration
disputes involving third parties through intervention and joinder in the arbitration
dispute. This possibility is an exception to the principle of the relative nature of
arbitration disputes, and it is subject to certain conditions, the most important of which
are the consent of the third party to intervene and join, the consent of the parties to
the dispute, and the arbitration tribunal. The study also discusses the impact of an
arbitration award on third parties and clarifies that the binding effect of the award is
limited to those who were parties or representatives in the arbitration dispute and does
not extend to third parties, based on the principle of the relative nature of the arbitration
award. It is explained that the arbitration award is considered, for the guarantor and
the source of the obligation, a mere event whose binding effect does not extend to
them.
