Abstract 

 

The harsh living conditions have forced stateless individuals to be thus 

without a nationality to belong to any country. Therefore, they are among 

the most vulnerable groups and desperately in need of protection and 

assistance, as they face many legal problems due to their lack of 

nationality, which is important in an individual’s life. This phenomenon 

affects their exercise of their basic rights and freedoms. 

The study therefore attempted, especially in light of the increasing number 

of stateless persons in the world in general and in the Republic of Yemen 

in particular, to address all aspects of the problem, namely, the emergence 

of cases of statelessness, the problems resulting therefrom, and the 

adequacy of legislative and procedural guarantees in confronting cases of 

statelessness. The study then outlines the legal framework that guarantees 

the rights and freedoms of stateless persons in light of all international 

human rights documents, and then determines the suitability of the legal 

rules for determining the general and special rights enjoyed by foreigners 

to apply to the group of stateless persons present in the Territory of Yemen. 

The study reaches a number of results, noting that most of the international 

human rights conventions guarantee the rights and freedoms of stateless 

persons, the most important of which is the 1954 Convention regarding the 

Status of Stateless Persons. Likewise, the Yemeni legislator, although he 

has not adopted a special national law setting out the rights that stateless 

people should enjoy. Nevertheless, the current reality indicates that 

stateless persons enjoy the same rights granted to foreigners in general. 

However, the study recommends to the Yemeni legislator the necessity of 

adopting a national law on statelessness that clarifies the rights and 

freedoms of stateless persons, while taking the necessary measures to 

prevent or mitigate statelessness. In addition, the Republic of Yemen must 

harmonize its national legislation and its international pledges and 

obligations in accordance with its signature and endorsements of 

international human rights declarations and conventions and endeavor to 

amend and purify legislative texts in line with international human rights 

law.
