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Abstract:

The aim of this research is to investigate the effectiveness of a program based
on the storytelling strategy in developing listening and reflective thinking
skills among second-grade students in primary education in the Republic of
Yemen. The research adopts a quasi-experimental methodology and focuses
on a sample of (95)female students from the fifth grade. The sample was
randomly selected from Al-Risalah and Shuhada Al-Wahda schools in the
Muaen educational district, under the supervision of the Ministry of
Education. The sample was divided into two equal groups: an experimental
group and a control group. The experimental group consisted of (47)students,
while the control group consisted of (48)students. To achieve the research
objective, the researcher developed a list of listening skills, a list of reflective
thinking skills, a program based on the storytelling strategy, a teacher's guide,
a student book, and two tests: one for listening skills and another for reflective
thinking skills. After ensuring the validity and reliability of the tools, they
were implemented. The research findings revealed significant differences, at
a significance level of (0.05), between the mean scores of the experimental
and control groups in the post-tests of listening and reflective thinking skills,



in favor of the experimental group. Additionally, there are statistically
significant differences, at a significance level of (0.05), between the mean
scores of the experimental group in the pre-test and post-test of listening and
reflective thinking skills, favoring the post-test. The research also found a
significant correlation, at a significance level of (0.05), between listening and
reflective thinking skills through providing opportunities for students to
reflect on what is presented using various methods that promote conscious
listening and reflective thinking. The study recommends the integration of the
storytelling strategy in teaching language skills, the allocation of a listening
curriculum for all grade levels, the identification of specific skills for each
grade, and the allocation of a weekly lesson for teaching listening skills.
Furthermore, it suggests supporting the curriculum with diverse activities that
enhance reflective thinking skills through listening and training teachers in the
use of modern teaching strategies, particularly the storytelling strategy.
