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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study is to know the dependence of Yemeni University
Youth on Yemeni and Arab Satellite News Channels and its relationship to
the formation of their political interests.

The study also aims, in both its descriptive and analytical aspects, to
know the level of influence of one of the most important media outlets,
namely satellite news channels, on an important segment of Yemeni society,
represented by the segment of youth.

In its theoretical framework, the study relied on reconciliation between
the theories of reliance on media and the theory of prioritization.

The study population was divided into two parts to achieve the objectives of
the analytical and field study. The content analysis sample included four
news bulletins and four political talk shows, during the month of February

2023 on the Yemeni and Arab news satellite channels, which are channels

(Al-Masirah, Al-Hadath, Al-Mayadeen, and Al-Jazeera), and the multi-stage

random sample included (397) individuals to answer the survey sheet that

was distributed to students at the Universities of Sana'a and Science and

Technology in the capital, Sana’a, after validity and reliability procedures,

and choosing the descriptive statistical treatment method for the analysis

program SPSS, and relying on the Cronbach alpha equation and Pearson
correlation coefficients... etc., | reached The study yielded a set of results,
most notably:

1- There is a statistically significant correlation between the degree of
respondents’ reliance on news bulletins on Yemeni and Arab satellite
channels as a source for obtaining information about local and international
issues, and the effects resulting from this reliance.

2-There is a statistically significant correlation between the intensity of
respondents’ viewing of satellite news channels (study sample), and their
level of evaluation of their roles in covering local and international issues.

3-There is a statistically significant correlation between the prioritization of
local and international issues on Yemeni and Arab satellite news channels,
and the prioritization of issues among Yemeni university youth according
to the type of channel.

4-The greater the degree of Yemeni university youth’s reliance on satellite
news channels as a source of information, the greater the degree of
correlation between the priorities of issues on the satellite news channels of
Al-Masirah, Al-Jazeera, and Al-Mayadeen, and the prioritization of issues
among the respondents, and the incorrectness of this assumption with Al-
Hadath Channel.
