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Abstract

This research investigated the impact of the Arabic Grammar Theory and the linguistic
theories on the grammatical decisions of the Arabic Language Academies. The research
consisted of three chapters. Chapter I presented the foundations and characteristics of
the traditional linguistic thought and the modern linguistic thought. Chapter II discussed
the foundations of the Arabic Grammar Theory, which the Academies followed for
making their decisions. Chapter III presented the aspects of the modern linguistic
thought of the Academies, which are the vastness of the foundations of grammar and
the consideration of grammar publicity and simplicity. Results of the research revealed

that:

1. The Arabic language academies were established at a time when the Arabic
language needed such academies in order to preserve it from the danger of
colloquial language and foreign languages, and to make it fulfil the demands of
science and the needs of advanced life.

2. The academies that were concerned with the grammatical consideration are the
Arabic Language Academy of Cairo, the Damascus Arabic Language Academy
and the Bagdad Arabic Language Academy. Of all these academies, the Arabic
Language Academy of Cairo is the most productive and active academy in
serving the Arabic language, while the other academies depend on and benefit
from it.

3. The differences in opinions and orientations, and the emergence of
discrepancies in the position of the Arabic Language academies regarding the
grammatical principles are all caused by the fact that the Arabic language
academies have passed through different phases and their members have been
changed from time to time. This has made thinking diversified and members
divided into two teams, which are a conservative team that strictly believes in
the traditional thought and another team that believes in modernity and
modernization.

4. The Arabic language academies were influenced by modern linguistic thought.
Therefore, they expanded in hearing and measurement, and authorized

contemporary methods that contradict the rules of the Arabic language based on



the prevalence of such methods and in accordance with the language
development principle.

5. The Arabic Language academies concluded that difficulty of the Arabic
grammar stems from the methods of presentation and practice, not from the
difficulty of the Classical Arabic itself. The Union of Arab Language
Academies called for advancing Arabic Language through by generalizing the
use of the easy Classical Arabic, because of its significant role in unifying

thought among the Arabs.

The study recommended that the Arab Language academies should be supported
financially and morally so that they can play their role in serving Arabic Language.
In addition, efforts of the Arab linguists should be unified within an institutional
project to come up with a unified vision about considering the Arabic Language
issues and solving the associated problems, so that the Arabic Language shall

remain alive and able to face the challenges of the globalization era.
