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Summary:

Proverbs work to reinforce a number of negative cultural patterns in
collective memory. They are unquestioningly accepted and followed
without criticism or thought, as proverbs are viewed as
unquestionable truths. This study aims to uncover the hidden
negative cultural patterns behind popular proverbs in order to
contribute to eliminating them. These patterns are categorized into
three general domains (political, religious, and social), each of which
branches out into sub-patterns that will be discussed in the
corresponding section of the thesis.

The interpretive integrative method is employed in this study to
reveal the prevailing cultural patterns in Yemeni proverbs. The main
source for this study is the book "Yemeni Proverbs" by Ismail bin Ali
Al-Akwa, which contains 6,217 proverbs.

The study’s key findings include:

« Yemeni proverbs encompass several negative patterns
(political, religious, social) and serve to justify them, with
society accepting them as logical laws.

« Most of the patterns carried by proverbs reflect the various
conceptions of power (political, religious, social) held by
authority. They strive to convince society of the necessity to
submit and accept everything dictated by authority, treating it
as sacred.

« The majority of cultural patterns conveyed by proverbs are
extensions of patterns dating back to ancient eras (Jahiliyyah,
Umayyad, Abbasid).



« Money is the most influential force, capable of performing
magic and possessing authority surpassing all other powers.
