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Abstract

The legal system for payment by advance agreement on

arbitration in Algerian law (a comparative study).

This research dealt with the legal system for advancing prior agreement
on arbitration in Yemeni and Algerian law, which is a topic of scientific
and practical importance in civil and commercial transactions. Where it
discussed the concept of the defense of prior agreement to arbitration
and its legal basis, the conditions for accepting it and distinguishing it
from other defenses related to the arbitration agreement, as well as the
legal nature of this defense in law, jurisprudence and judiciary, the right
to adhere to it, the manner and time of adherence, the authority of the
court in considering this defense, and the content of the ruling. Issued
therein, the legal aspects related to appealing the ruling issued on

defense, and the legal consequences resulting from it.

These research were discussed in a comparative descriptive manner in

accordance with Yemeni and Algerian law, as well as adopting the



jurisprudence of jurisprudence and jurisprudence and relying on some

texts in a number of laws.

The research concluded with a number of results and recommendations,
the most important of which is the ambiguity of the concept and
provisions of payment of prior agreement to arbitration, in Yemeni and
Algerian law, and the law, jurisprudence and judiciary differed.
Regarding the legal nature of this defense, this study recommended that
Yemeni and Algerian law need to codify special provisions that clarify
and regulate the provisions for defense based on prior agreement on
arbitration, starting from the moment it is upheld before the judiciary,

until it is decided by a ruling from the Court of Cassation.
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
