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Study summary

The study aimed to shed light on the reality of child statelessness, clarify the role of the
refugee crisis in creating stateless people, find out the extent of the impact of child
statelessness on the international and national community, identify the causes of
statelessness, the legal and social effects, and protect the child’s right in international and

local laws.

The researcher used the descriptive, analytical, and comparative method, by returning to
previous studies, libraries, local laws and legislation, and international agreements and

comparing them.

The study found that many children around the world are born without being registered, thus
becoming stateless, and that many children are unable to prove their identity, are legally
invisible and deprived of their basic rights. Asylum, discrimination, and the complexity of birth
registration procedures are among the most important reasons. Statelessness, and that
international agreements have worked to regulate the right to acquire nationality and not
deprive children of statelessness, and that the Yemeni legislator has been able to eliminate

gender discrimination in granting nationality to children.

The study recommended making amendments to international agreements on statelessness
regarding cases of child statelessness, to include granting states citizenship to every child
born there, regardless of their legal status, encouraging states to join international
agreements on statelessness, and addressing the problem of stateless children who currently
exist. The study also recommended the need for Yemen to join the international conventions
of 1954 and 1961, and to conduct a review of the nationality law and make amendments to

enhance the protection of children from statelessness at the procedural and legal levels.
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
