AlsoHaDue to the efforts of a grammarian who excelled in the Arabic
sciences, including grammar, he surpassed others of his time.

The study was organized into four chapters, preceded by an
introduction and preface, and followed by a conclusion that included the
most prominent findings of the study. The first chapter: Deviation from
the grammatical origin in names, which included four sections. The
second chapter: Deviation from the grammatical origin in letters, which
included Four topics, and the third chapter: Deviation from the
grammatical origin in the factor, which included two sections, and the
fourth chapter: Deviation from the grammatical origin in the work, which
included three topics, and each of those chapters contained a number of
issues.

The study concluded a number of results, including:that Al-
Imam Al-MahdyThe Basri sect, and yet he does not blindly imitate them,
or be fanatical towards their sect. He prefers what he sees as preferable
to the opinions of the Basri. And That a lot from Matters that It departed
from the grammatical origin and was exposed to Imam Mahdi Sight agreed,
some of which the Kufans agreed with, and some of which he had his own
opinion. Among the results also is that the origin from which some issues
departed is itself deviant from the origin, except that the first origin has
become rejected or forgotten, and the departure from the grammatical origin
