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ABSTRACT
The present study primarily aimed to investigate the impact of combining Cognitive

Grammar (CG) and Cooperative Learning (CL) approaches on enhancing the writing
performance of EFL students at Sana'a University in Yemen. This experimental study employed
a pre/post-test design to assess the effects of the treatments on students' writing skills and their
ability to use specific tenses (specifically, simple present, present progressive, simple past, and
present perfect) in appropriate contexts. The pre-test ensured that all participants were at the
same level before the intervention, while the post-test measured the improvement in writing
skills and tense-use ability after the treatment. A total of 63 participants were randomly assigned
to three groups: the first experimental group received CG-based instruction, the second
experimental group received instruction that combined CG and CL approaches, and the control
group received traditional instruction.

Using both paired and independent samples T-test for statistical analysis, the findings
revealed the positive impact of combining CG and CL approaches on students' overall writing
performance, with the second experimental group outperforming both the first experimental
and the control groups. In addition, the second experimental group demonstrated a higher ability
in accurately applying the taught tenses and aspects in appropriate contexts, compared to the
other groups. These findings suggested that the combined approach effectively improves
students' overall writing performance and tense-use ability. Consequently, it was recommended
to incorporate these approaches to enhance writing skills, foster effective language usage, and
facilitate the implementation of challenging teaching methods. This was particularly beneficial
for pre-advanced EFL learners.

The study provides valuable insights into the effectiveness of combining CG and CL
approaches in improving EFL students' writing skills and tense-use ability. It contributes to the
existing knowledge on effective writing instruction and offers practical implications for
teachers and curriculum developers in designing strategies to enhance students' writing

performance.
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
