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Research Summary

This study aimed to identify the effectiveness of a proposed program
for teaching grammar based on linguistic activities in developing
grammatical skills and written expression among secondary school
students in the Republic of Yemen in the second semester of the
academic year (2022-2023 AD), based on the (semi-experimental)
curriculum.

The study tools included a test of grammatical skills and a test of
creative written expression skills, and a proposed program was prepared
according to linguistic activities. To develop grammatical skills and
creative written expression, the study sample consisted of (60) students
from the first year of secondary school in Ibb Governorate, who were
chosen intentionally and divided into two groups: an experimental group
that learned the proposed program according to linguistic activities, and a
control group that studied the proposed program in the traditional way.
The study yielded several results, the most important of which are:

1- The effectiveness of the proposed program according to linguistic
activities in developing grammatical skills and creative written expression
skills among members of  the experimental group.



2- The experimental group that learned the proposed program according
to linguistic activities excelled in grammatical skills and creative written
expression skills over the control group, which studied the program in the
traditional way.

3- There are statistically significant differences at the significance level
(0.05) between the average scores of the control and experimental groups
in the post-application of the grammatical skills test due to the effect of
the proposed program according to linguistic activities in favor of the
experimental group.

4- There are statistically significant differences at the significance level
(0.05) between the average scores of the control and experimental groups,
in the post-application of the creative written expression skills test,
attributed to the effect of the proposed program, according to linguistic
activities, in favor of the experimental group.

This confirms that the proposed program, based on linguistic activities,
has an impact and effectiveness in developing grammatical skills and
creative written expression among first year secondary school students.

In light of these results, the researcher recommended the necessity of:

1- Training Arabic language teachers to practice different types of
activities and methods, in a way that helps teach it to students and
improves their educational performance.

2- Urging teachers to use modern strategies in teaching grammatical skills
and creative written expression because of their effectiveness in
increasing the level of achievement among students.

3- Benefiting from the list of grammatical skills and creative written
expression, and working to take them into account in preparing Arabic

language curricula.
