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Abstract

Study title: Doctrinal issues in the book Collecting Al Jawame' by Imam Taj al-Din ibn al-

The study aimed to study the doctrinal issues in the book Collecting AlJawame' of
Imam Taj al-Din ibn al-Subki, using the descriptive inductive approach. It came in seven
chapters, preceded by an introduction explaining the life of the author, an explanation of his
approach to establishing faith, and an overview of the book. Then the first chapter dealt with:
doctrinal issues related to monotheism; Such as imitation in monotheism, the first duty of the
taxpayer, the rule of diligence in mentalities, and so on. The second chapter dealt with:
doctrinal issues related to names and attributes; As a matter of solutions to accidents,
elevation, supremacy, direction, speech, and the division of attributes. As for the third
chapter: it deals with the contractual issues related to names and rulings. Such as increasing
and decreasing faith, the entry of work into it, the rule of exception in it, the relationship
between Islam and faith, and the rule of the perpetrator of a major sin. The fourth chapter
contains: the doctrinal issues related to the prophets and angels; As in general, the message of
the Prophet, may God’s prayers and peace be upon him, and the ruling on differentiating
between prophets and angels, peace be upon them, and miracles and miracles. While the fifth
chapter is devoted to: the contractual issues related to the judiciary and destiny; such as
trusting, being able, doing the reasons, improving and ugly, wisdom and reasoning, and
assigning the unbearable. Chapter Six also dealt with: doctrinal issues related to the Judgment
Day; such as cramming, the balance, the path, the torment of the grave, heaven and hell, and
intercession. The seventh chapter included: doctrinal issues related to the imamate; As the
imam is obligatory, and the ruling on breaking it. The study concluded that it is obligatory to
act on the narration of ahad in beliefs and others, and that the first duty of the taxpayer is: "the
two testimonies”, and that denying what is known of the religion is necessary and is
considered blasphemy that expels the religion, and that faith is saying and doing that increases
with obedience and decreases with disobedience. Among the most prominent results: the
obligation to believe in the resurrection, the balance, and the path, and the proof of miracles,
and Paradise and Hell, and the prohibition of denying what is known of the religion by
necessity, and the proof of intercession, and that the one who commits a sin is under the will
of God, if God wills, he will forgive him, and if he wills, he will punish him, but his destiny is
heaven. And that deeds are included in the name of faith, and that the appointment of the

imam is a legal duty. The study recommended research centers in the Islamic world,



especially in the Shafi'i regions, to serve the Shafi'i school of thought, directing, investigating
and studying.
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
