The Effect of the Active Learning Strategies on the Achievement of the 11th
Grade Students in Marib Schools and their Attitudes towards the Strategies

Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the effect of the active learning
strategies on the achievement of the 11" grade students in secondary schools in Marib
city in English. It also aimed to explore students' attitudes toward these strategies.
The study adapted a quasi- experimental design. For the purpose of achieving the
aims of the current study, two data collection tools were used (an achievement test
and a close-ended questionnaire). The sample of the study consisted of (80) male
students that was selected purposively from the 11th grade students at Al-Methag
Secondary School in Marib city. They were assigned into two groups, one of the
groups represented the control group (40) students; and the other represented the
experimental one (40) students. Before conducting the experiment of the present
study, a pre-test was administrated on the two groups of the study( the experimental
and the control one) to guarantee homogeneity between the two groups. The
experiment was conducted during the second semester of the academic year 2022-
2023. The experimental group was taught two units(4 and 5) in the English course,
using five active learning strategies ( games, brainstorming, think-pair-share, group
work, and reading ), while the control group was taught the same units using the
traditional method. The experiment conducted for seven weeks(27 lessons). At the
end of the experiment, a post-test was administrated to the subjects of the two groups
to find out if there was any significant statistical difference between the two groups.
The second instrument of the study was a close-ended questionnaire. It was
administered after conducting the post-test to the experimental group to examine the
participants' attitudes toward the active learning strategies. The collected data were
analyzed using the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS). The obtained data
calculated and tabulated for data analysis by means of descriptive and inferential
statistics.

The results of the study showed a positive effect for using these active learning
strategies on the achievement of 11" grade students in the secondary schools in
Marib city in English language. Moreover, the results of the analysis indicated
students' positive attitudes towards the use of the active learning strategies. Finally,
the study recommended to incorporate the active learning strategies in all English
language teaching classes and levels in secondary schools to improve students'
achievement. It was suggested that more research should be conducted on active
learning strategies on other academic subjects and different grade levels.
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
