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ABSTRACT

Background :Obstructed labour is a type of abnormal labour and one
of the main causes of maternal and Perinatal morbidity and mortality.
Maternal mortality from obstructed labour is largely the result of
hemorrhage due to rupture uterus and puerperal infection, whereas as
Perinatal mortality is mainly due to asphyxia. Maternal morbidity mainly
due to complication of obstructed labour such as post-partum
hemorrhage, sepsis, bladder injury, hysterectomy and obstetric fistula.
Early detection and proper management is the key to reduce the
complication. Obstructed labour comprises one of the five major causes

of maternal mortality and morbidity in developing countries.

Objective: The objective of this study to identified the prevalence and
associated factors of obstructed labour among pregnant women admitted

to three public hospital in Sana'a city.

Methodology :A cross sectional descriptive. Study was conducted
from 137 March 2022 to 31 December on 2022.The study was done in
three major public hospital ~AL-Sabeen, AL-Kuwait and Palestine
hospital. A total of 172 pregnant women who admitted to the obstetrics
department with symptom and sings of obstructed labour .Data were

collected from participants or their relative by the structured and pre-
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tested questionnaire through face to face interview. The data were coded

, sSummarized, tabulated, by using SPSS 21.

Results :Out of 7604 women delivered, 172 of these had obstructed
labor (OL) making the prevalence of obstructed labour as 2.3%. The
maximum age affected by obstructed labor was less than 25 years which
accounted for (47%), and the least age was between 36-45 years (6.3%).
No educated women being the most frequent (59.3%) and the majority of
these group (93.6%) were housewives. Greater than three fourths of
women (76.7%) were of urban settings. Almost all women were at term
(98.8%) and only 2 cases (1.2%) were post term. There were (50.5%) of
group primigravida while (49.4%) multipara with no significant
difference between them. The attendance of ante-natal care (ANC) was
evidenced among (25% )while the remaining (53.4%) had not attended
irregular ANC. All women had been delivered by cesarean section and
the main cause of obstructed labour was cephalo pelvic disproportion
(CPD) in (46.5%), contracted pelvis (14.5%), malposition (15.1%) and
misuse of induction (10.4%) . Regarding fetal outcomes the most fetuses
delivered alive (97.0%), stillborn was (2.9%) and early neonatal death
(ENND) (1.7%). Regarding maternal complications, ruptured of the

uterus was the most frequent complication (9.9%), followed by PPH (4%)
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and maternal deaths was (1.2%). Perinatal mortality rate observed in this
study was 46.5/1000 births.

Conclusion

Obstructed labor is common in our environment and associated with
maternal and fetal morbidity and mortality.  Rupture of uterus,
postpartum hemorrhage, sepsis and maternal deaths were the commonest

maternal complications.
