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Abstract

Praise be to Allah, the Lord of all worlds, and may Allah's peace and blessings be upon our
Prophet Muhammad and his family and companions. As for what follows, this is a summary of the
scientific thesis titled 'Consensus in the Book 'Sharh Al-Tajreed' from the beginning of the chapter on
purification to the end of the chapter on expenditures, compiled and studied by Imam Al-Muayyid
bi-Allah Ahmad bin Al-Hussein Al-Harooni (411 AH)." The thesis was submitted to obtain a Ph.D.
degree in Jurisprudence and its Principles. The research included an introduction that mentioned the
research methodology, reasons for its selection, and its plan.

The thesis consists of three chapters. The first chapter includes two sections that provide a
biography of Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah, his school of thought, and his call to Imamate. It also
explores his book, defining the reasons behind its composition, the methodology used in its
explanation, and his approach in using legal principles for deduction and relying on evidence.
Additionally, it discusses the sources used in his explanation.

The second chapter consists of five sections. It provides a concise introduction to the Zaidi
school of thought, followed by an explanation of consensus, its significance, conditions, types, and its
validity as evidence. Furthermore, it extensively discusses the consensus of the Ahl al-Bayt (people of
the Prophet's household), which occupies a significant part of this chapter. It then highlights Imam
Al-Muayyid bi-Allah's approach to consensus.

The third and final chapter comprises six sections. It presents the consensus mentioned by
Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah in his book, ‘Sharh Al-Tajreed,” maintaining the original order to align
with the books and chapters of 'Sharh Al-Tajreed’ and the headings under which consensus was
mentioned. This facilitates access to the various forms of consensus discussed in this thesis, along
with their associated requirements. The chapter concludes with conclusions and indices, which will
be detailed separately.

Consensus is referenced as stated by Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah, except for rare cases.
Following that, the opinions of scholars who concurred or disagreed with his consensus are
mentioned. Additionally, evidence is provided to support the absence of dissenting views.

Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah is distinguished by his meticulous mention of consensus. The
agreement of schools of thought with him and the absence of any dissenting opinions indicate the
authenticity of consensus. This is demonstrated by quoting the statements of scholars on the matter.
The section on consensus concludes by affirming its validity and certainty, or by refuting it while
mentioning opposing views or alluding to them.

Some of the main conclusions reached are as follows:

® Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah, Ahmad bin Al-Hussein Al-Harooni, may Allah have mercy
on him, is considered a respected authority in transmitting consensus due to his
alignment with the Imams in transmitting consensus.

= The book 'Sharh Al-Tajreed’ by Imam Al-Muayyid bi-Allah is one of the most important
primary sources for transmitting juridical consensus and should not be overlooked.

=  Those who rely on consensus in their juridical framework must ensure the authenticity
of the consensus. The method of transmitting consensus differs from that of

transmitting the Quran or Hadith.
