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Abstract

Praise be to God¢ and may blessings and peace be upon the Messenger of God¢ his family and
companions¢ and those who follow him. As for what follows: This is a scientific thesis submitted to

obtain the degree of (PhD) in the specialty of recitations¢ and its title:

Guiding the Zaidi commentators on the disagreements of the seven reciters in the
interpretations of the two imams: Abu al-Fath al-Dailami (d. 444 AH) in writing: “The Proof in the
Interpretation of the Qur’an” and Al-Hakim al-Jashmi (d. 494 AH) in writing: “Al-Tahdheeb In
Interpretation of the Qur’an¢ from the beginning of Surah Al-Fatihah to the end of Surah Al-Kahf.

The thesis aims to explain the impact of Imams Al-Dailami and Al-Jashmi in directing
recitations in every place of guidance« and then to explain their guidance and the extent to which the
two imams agreed in their guidance with the imams of guidance or the form of disagreement with the
people of guidance. I wrote the research in five chapters. The first chapter contained four sections¢
starting with the principles The science of recitations¢ their pillars¢ their origin¢ the definition of
frequent and irregular ones¢ recitations¢ definition of protest¢ and guidance. The second chapter
contained four sections on introducing Al-Daylami and his book¢ Al-Hakim and his book¢ Qur’anic
recitations and their authority among the Zaidis¢ and the approach of the two imams in directing
Qur’anic recitations. The third chapter contained five topics. In directing the Qur’anic readings from
the first part to the end of the fifth part¢ and the fourth chapter contained directing the Qur’anic
readings from the sixth part to the end of the tenth part¢ and the fifth chapter contained directing the
Qur’anic readings from the eleventh part to the end of Surat Al-Kahf¢ a comparative analytical study«
and then the conclusion¢ and it was At the end of the research¢ I concluded a number of results

related to the approach of the two imams¢ may God Almighty have mercy on them.
The most important of these results are:

®  The two imams agreed in their guidance for recitations¢ and I did not find any guidance
for them that was excluded from the people of guidance. This indicates that the Zaidi
guidance is consistent with that of the general guidance scholars regarding recitations.

= It became clear to me the extent of the interest of Zaidi scholars and their imams in
Qur’anic readings and their guidance¢ especially from these two interpretations.

®  There are many reasons for which the two venerable imams used readings in their
interpretation¢ ranging from linguisticc grammatical¢ and rhetorical reasons that enrich
the meanings intended to be understood from the verse.

® The interpretation of the two imams is one of the important references that requires
more research and attention from scholars.
