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Abstract

This study aimed to know the role of international organizations’ programs in
supporting education to achieve sustainable development, by identifying the programs
implemented by UNICEF, which specializes in supporting education in Yemen, in addition
to highlighting the obstacles that constitute an obstacle to achieving an effective role for
international organizations in the process of achieving development. Sustainable
development, and the extent of the impact of international organizations’ programs on
education in Yemen and its relationship to sustainable development.

To achieve the objectives of the study, a questionnaire was prepared and built to
identify the role of UNICEF programs in supporting education to achieve sustainable
development in Yemen. The study tool was distributed to a random purposive sample of the
study population (26) from UNICEF employees , and interviews were also conducted with
implementing partners in the education sector. Their number is (11), and the current study
relied on the descriptive analytical method , The statistical program (SPSS) was used, and
statistical methods were used such as simple frequencies, percentages, arithmetic mean,
relative weight, Cronbach's alpha test, and Pearson's correlation coefficient.

One of the most prominent findings of this study is that the majority of the age group
working in organizations are between (35-45) years old, and it was also shown that most of
the workers in the education sector in organizations have experience of (8:14) years.

UNICEF programs work to support education through multiple courses for workers in
the field of education, as well as holding many workshops (92.2%), and one of the most
important obstacles to supporting education to achieve sustainable development is the
instability of the security situation in Yemen (80.6%), and that The organization contributes
to girls’ education with the aim of increasing the number of female learners in Yemen by
(86%).

One of the most prominent recommendations of the study is the need for there to be a
common ground between the government’s orientations and the plans and programs of
international organizations operating in Yemen, as it became clear to us from the results of
the study that there is a gap between the government’s view of the projects of these
organizations, as there is dissatisfaction on the part of the government with their programs
and projects, while it sees . The international organization contributes to covering the
intervention in a tangible way, from its point of view.
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
