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Abstract

- In the preface: | introduced the Zaidi doctrine, and for Imam Ibn Muftah, and
for his book: (Sharh al-Azhar), and also: | introduced the Shafi‘iah doctrine,
and for Imam al-Nawawi, and for his book: (Rawdat al-Talibin).

- In the first chapter: | clarifying in it the aspects of agreement and difference
between the Zaidi and Shafi'iah scholars regarding the rulings on marriage,
divorce, waiting period, and taking them back.

- The second chapter: | clarifying the aspects of agreement and differences
between the Zaidis and the Shafi'iahs in the rulings on Zihar, al-Ilaa’, Al-La’an,
custody, expenses, and breastfeeding.

- Finally: the conclusion, in which | mentioned: the most important results of
the thesis and recommendations.

Among the most important results: They agreed on most of the issues in family rulings,
and disagreed on a few of them, and the reason for the disagreement is often due to a
disagreement on diversity. The issues addressed in the thesis were: (162) issues, and the
number of references: (252) references.
