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Abstract:

This research aims to knowing the effect of a program based on the
integration between teaching the literary texts and eloquence in
developing literary and eloquence taste skills for the secondary students
in the Secretariat of Capital Sana'a. To achieve the goal of this research ,
the researcher prepared a list of literary taste skills and a list of eloquence
taste skills needed for secondary students ( first secondary students) .

A test for measuring the literary and eloquence taste skills was prepared.
An integrated program was prepared for teaching literary texts and
eloquence to develop the literary and eloquence taste skills for secondary
students. Teacher's book and pupils activity book were also used in this
program. The researcher used a semi- experimental syllabus to achieve
his research. The samples consisted of (100) pupils of the first secondary
in the Secretariat of Capital Sana'a. They were chosen deliberately and
divided into two groups. The experimental group (50 pupils) studied the
literary texts and eloguence using the integrated program. The controlled
one(50 pupils) studied them using ordinary methods.

After applying the research tools and the educational materials with
suitable statistical process on the samples, the data were as following:

— There were statistical differences of (0,05) between the average of
the marks of the two groups according to the after - applied test on
the literary taste skills for the experimental group.

— There were statistical differences of (0,05) between the average of
the marks of the experimental group according to the pretest and



the after- applied test of literary taste skills for the after-applied
program

The statistical differences between the average of the marks of the
two groups were the same according to the pretest and after-
applied test for measuring the eloquence taste skills. The data
confirmed the effect of the integrated program in teaching the
literary texts and eloquence in developing the skills of literary and
eloquence taste with first secondary students. The data also
confirmed the overtaking of the experimental group on the
controlled one according to the after-applied test.

On the light of the results , a number of suggestions were
recommended:

Mainly, literary and eloguence syllabus should be developed in the
secondary education to help in improving the literary and
eloquence taste skills so as to fit the integration between them.
Preparing development programs for Arabic teachers on the light
of developing the literary and eloguence taste skills.

The researcher suggested carrying out a research on the
effectiveness of a program based on the integration between
literary taste and the creative thinking for secondary students and
the effectiveness of integration between reading and literary texts
in developing the oral reading and literary taste for the primary
students in the Republic of Yemen.

Finally the researcher suggested carrying out similar researches in
other educational levels.
