Abstract

This thesis is entitled Common Socotran Linguistic Roots with Arabic in Ibn Manzur's
Dictionary (Lisan al-Arab) A Comparative Study." It is organized into an introduction, a
preface, the main body of the topic (linguistic roots), and a conclusion. The preface discusses
Socotra in terms of its name, location, area, and population, and addresses the question of
whether Socotri is a language or a dialect. It also touches on some of the ancient linguistic
issues preserved in Socotri, followed by a selection of Socotri terms. The thesis then explores
Semitic languages to understand the place of Socotr among them.

The main body of the thesis examines linguistic roots, arranged alphabetically /? /b/ t/d37 h/

Each root is explained in Socotri, including possible variations, with examples and
clarifications, and then compared with Arabic and other Semitic languages, as well as some of
the modern Yemeni dialects.

The study employs both descriptive and comparative methodologies. For Socotran,
the descriptive approach was used to document and pronounce words from native
speakers, while the comparative approach was applied to contrast Socotri with Arabic
and other Semitic languages.

The study concludes with findings that are summarized in the conclusion. The most
important results include the discussion of 705 linguistic roots common in Socotri and
Arabic. The results show that Socotri is a language with morphological derivations
and variations of a single root, and that Socotri is not significantly different from
geographically close Semitic languages, such as South Arabian, Shahrani, Mehri,
Hobyot, Harsusi, and Bat’hari.
