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Abstract

This study aimed at investigating Charlotte Bronte's conceptualization of feminism in her
four novels: Jane Eyre, Shirley, The Professor, and Villette. To achieve the study
objectives, the quantitative and qualitative research approaches were followed, utilizing
corpus linguistics (CL) and feminist critical discourse analysis (FCDA) research methods.
From a quantitative perspective, the CL method was used for collecting and analyzing the
data pertaining to the frequencies and concordances of feminine and masculine key words
as itemized by the AntConc search program. From a qualitative point of view, Lazar's
(2018) model of FCDA was employed to critically scrutinize the ways in which gender
identities and gendered power relationships are discursively produced in specific texts
and their specific contexts in the study corpus. The results disclosed an overall
imbalanced occurrence frequency of feminine and masculine keywords, in a moderate
favor of feminine keywords; hinting at a potential feminist perspective in the author's
writing. The concordance analysis unveiled Bronte's portrayal of women as inferior to
men, who struggle against societal gendered practices existed in the Victorian era. FCDA
carried out on the corpus highlighted themes of patriarchal oppression and the
objectification of women, where male characters use derogatory language that
undermines female agency and identity. The outcomes also revealed the intersection of
gender and race, positioning women as possessions while challenging traditional norms

by recognizing their epistemic authority and desire for self-determination.
