This study aims to reveal the structure of Al-Ahwazi's persuasive discourse in light of
rhetoric and pragmatics. The study employs pragmatic approach, supplemented by other

The study shows that Al-Ahwazi's discourse effectively utilizes verbal, structural,
figurative, and contextual levels. These levels interact harmoniously with the context,
situations, and evidence to construct a coherent persuasive discourse that combines the

beauty of style with the effectiveness of persuasion.

The study concludes that contextual premises and the speaker's awareness of the
recipient contributed to directing the interpretation, enhancing mental participation, and
emotional persuasion, thus making the discourse more capable of persuasion. It was shown
that Al-Ahwazi established a discursive project based on argumentation, employing language

as a tool for persuasion.

Therefore, all of this indicates that rhetoric is not merely a rigid, unchanging field, but
is rather cognitive, communicative, and argumentative. Production represents the essence of
rhetorical discourse, both in its established fundamentals and its contemporary extensions,
making its study a necessity for understanding Arabic discourse and interpreting its

mechanisms of influence.

It appears that Al-Amwazi's discourse is a productive one in which linguistic levels
integrated with the context. This granted the text significant persuasive power and an ability

to influence minds and hearts.
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
