The study aims to delve
into the content of his poetic texts, to reveal their codes, and to explore the depth of
their connotations, considering them as texts that, through their symbolism,
encapsulate Al-Fodoul’ life journey —a journey that condensed the features of love
and the homeland that accompanied him throughout his life. It also explores his
dream of freedom, living in peace, and meeting his beloved on that homeland whose
beauty he always depicted from his simple rural environment. His work was the
product of a poet influenced by the nature of both the countryside and the city,

allowing his loving passion to resonate widely across his homeland.

This openness broadened the scope of the reading to include existential and human
issues, representing a call for contemplation on the duality of life and death, and the
means to achieve immortality within a context where dreams blend with reality, and

truth with imagination.

In the face of these semantically rich texts, the study opened up to multiple axes,
addressing the semiotics of analogy (phonetic, syntactic, and semantic), which
guided the researcher to the semantic niche through which the text developed. It
also addressed the semiotics of contrast (phonetic, syntactic, and semantic), which
brought the reading lens closer to the dualities that represented central focal points
and yielded a specific interpretation linked to the general meaning of the text. The
