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1) We are, doubtless, in the main logical animals, but we are not perfectly so.
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2) Few persons care to study logic, because everybody convinces himself to be proficient enough in the art or
reasoning already.
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3) That which determines us, from giver premisses, to draw one constitutional or acquired.
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4) But I observe that this satisfaction is limited to one’s own ratiocination, and does not extend to that of other
men.
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5) The habit is good or otherwise, according as it produces true conclusions from true premisses or not.
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6) We come to the full possession of our power of drawing inferences, the last of all our faculties; for it is not
so much a natural gift as a long and difficult art.
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7) The particular habit of mind which governs this or that inferences may be formulated in a proposition
whose truth depends on the validity of the inferences which the habit determines; and such a formula is
called a guiding principle of inferences.
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8) The schoolmen’s conception of reasoning appeared only an obstacle to truth.
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9) The guiding principle is that what is true of one piece of copper is true of another.
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10) The object of reasoning is to find out, from the consideration of what we already know, something else
which we do not know.
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
