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Abstract:
"The role of cash assistance programs in accessing basic services during crises"

The study aimed to know the role of cash assistance programs in accessing basic services
during crises. In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the
descriptive analytical approach, where this was applied by preparing two types of
questionnaires, the first type represented by the survey questionnaire which was designed
electronically, distributed to a number of (160) individuals from the targeted individuals,
male and female, from the cash transfer project, and the response size was (153)
questionnaires, i.e. (95.63%), while the second type of questionnaire was open questions
(qualitative interview) distributed to a number of (20) experts in the cash project, and after
conducting statistical analyses that included many statistical programs and methods, the
study reached the following most prominent results:

- There is a statistically significant relationship at the level of (0.05) between cash
assistance programs and meeting the basic needs of affected individuals and families and
alleviating poverty and vulnerability.

- Cash assistance programs face major challenges in Al Hudaydah Governorate, such as
weak institutional capacities of implementing agencies, difficulty in reaching some
beneficiaries, and finally lack of information.

- The most important steps that should be followed in cash assistance programs are:
identifying the people targeted by cash assistance, and determining the impact that cash
assistance will have in improving the general situation of the targeted cases.

- The amounts of money do not achieve the desired goal of cash assistance because they
are low

- The type of cash assistance that beneficiaries receive in Al Hudaydah Governorate is
emergency cash assistance, then cash transfers. The most important entity providing cash
assistance in Al Hudaydah Governorate is international organizations, then local
organizations.
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
