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Abstract

The study aimed to know the role of social networking sites in addressing social
issues and their relationship to the integration of Yemeni women into development
(case study - Facebook and Twitter).

In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the descriptive
analytical method. This was applied through a survey questionnaire tool, which was
designed electronically, and was distributed to the study population represented by
Yemeni women who follow social networking sites. A random sample of (150)
individuals who follow us on social networking sites was selected, and an electronic
questionnaire was designed and sent. For the study sample, the response rate was
(84%), with (126) items.

After conducting statistical analyzes including a number of statistical programs
and methods, the study reached the following most prominent results:

One of the reasons why Yemeni women use social networking sites is learning
and self-development, following news, and also communicating with friends and
family, in addition to developing skills.

The most important challenges faced by the media in addressing the issues of
women’s integration into development were political restrictions, then a lack of
awareness and knowledge among media professionals. It also appeared that there is

bias in the media against women.

— There is a statistically significant effect between the contributions of new media
(Facebook and Twitter) and the modern image of Yemeni women.

— There is a statistically significant relationship between the influence of social
networking sites (Facebook and Twitter) and the participation of Yemeni women
in the development process.

— There is a statistically significant relationship between the issues addressed by
new media (Facebook and Twitter) to raise awareness and integrate Yemeni
women into the development process.
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
