The Role of Livelihoods Programs in Enhancing Yemeni Community

Resilience: A Field Study at NGOs

This study examined the role of livelihood programs in enhancing
community resilience in Yemen. A descriptive and analytical design was
applied using a mixed-methods approach that combined quantitative and
qualitative techniques. Quantitative data were collected through a
structured questionnaire administered to 120 purposively selected
participants with expertise and decision-making roles in livelihood
programming, while qualitative insights were derived from inductive
thematic analysis of participants’ responses and FGD with beneficiaries.
Stratified random sampling was also considered to ensure representation.
Data were analyzed using the Statistical Package for the Social Sciences

(SPSS, Version 28).

Findings revealed a significant relationship between livelihood programs
and community resilience. Quantitative analysis demonstrated that

livelihood programs strongly predicted resilience (R? = 0.735, p = 0.857, p <



.001), with livelihood assets, activities, and access to services identified as
key contributors. Resilience dimensions varied, with adaptive capacity
scoring highest, transformative capacity moderate, and absorptive capacity
lowest. Qualitative findings highlighted critical structural constraints—
including funding shortages, economic instability, and weak institutional

coordination—that limit program impact and sustainability.

These findings are consistent with international evidence, including UN
reports (GHO 2024, GHO 2025, OCHA 2023) and global refugee and
livelihoods studies, which emphasize that while livelihood programs
strengthen resilience, their long-term impact is constrained by systemic

underfunding, weak governance, and limited-service access.

The study recommends that non-governmental organizations (NGOs)
strengthen livelihood programs, particularly in improving access to
services, while also adopting a more balanced approach to resilience-
building by enhancing absorptive and transformative capacities alongside
adaptive capacity. Expanding and innovating livelihood interventions is
essential for maximizing long-term impact on community well-being in

Yemen’s fragile context.
